The Cherokees lived in the southern Appalachian Mountains. The five states the Cherokees lived in were North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, northern Georgia, and Alabama. Each Cherokee village was home to around 400- 500 Indians. They had a summer and a winter village.

How did the Cherokee Indians dress?  The Cherokees made their clothes from deerskins and plants that are into material. They made capes from turkey feathers and rabbit fur for warmth in winter. Men often tattoo and painted their bodies. Women made jewelry out of teeth and bones.





What kind of food did the Cherokee Indians grow, hunt, and fish?  The Cherokees grew corn, beans, and squash. The most important crop is corn. They hunted deer, turtle, and bear, but the most important animal was deer. They only hunted what they needed.





What sports did the Cherokees play? Cherokees played lacrosse. They played it with 60 players on each team. Each player had 2 sticks. The first team with 20 points wins.
