The Cherokee Indian cloth was made from deerskin and plants that were woven into material. Capes were made from turkey feathers and rabbit fur were worn in the winter. Cherokee men would often paint  and tattoo their bodies.  





The Cherokee women grew corn, squash beans also the Cherokee men provided meat by hunting and fishing. The Cherokee men hunted deer, turtles, bears and rattles. The deer was the most important animal.
