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Where did the Cherokee Indian live?  North Carolina, South Carolina, Tennessee, North Georgia, and Alabama.

















What were their homes like? Their winter houses are small, round, and windowless. The summer houses are bigger made with bark, and long grass.

How did the Cherokee Indians dress?  Their clothes were made from deerskin, and plants. Capes made from turkey feathers and rabbit fur. Cherokee men would paint and tattoo their bodies. Cherokee women would often make jewelry out of bones. 





What kind of food did the Cherokee Indians grow, hunt, and fish? Three crops the Cherokee grew was beans, corn, and squash. The most important crop was corn. The Cherokee men hunted deer, bear, and turtle. The most important meat was deer.
