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The Cherokee Indians lived mainly in Georgia, Alabama, and Tennessee, south Carolina and north Carolina. The Cherokee lived in villages with about 400-500 people in each one. The Cherokee lived along the banks of rivers. The           Cherokee loved it there.  





The Cherokee Indians had two homes.  They had a winter home and a summer home. The summer homes were larger than the winter homes.

The Cherokee made their dresses out of deer skin and bear skin. They made their jewelry out of teeth and bones.  The men made capes out of rabbit skin and turkey feathers.   





  The Cherokee  Indians hunted bears, duck, and mainly deer. The Cherokee also fished. They  used weapons to capture  their food.





The Cherokee soon had to walk westward to Oklahoma.  This was called the Trail of Tears.  Also known as the place where they cried. Oklahoma was called the land of darkness. Many people died on the long journey to the land of darkness.
