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Reading & Writing


EQ: How do I become a great reader?  We will focus on narrative elements of a story (character, setting, problem, solution,) the main idea, and sequencing events in a story.


EQ: How do I become a great writer?  We will learn how to generate ideas for writing.  Our writing will consist of multiple sentences, and we will begin revising and adding onto our stories.

Math


EQ:  What different ways can I show a number? (place value)


EQ:  What are the ways in which I can join and separate numbers? (add, subtract, word problems)


EQ:  How can I compare one amount to another amount? (more than, less than, equal)


EQ:  How can tables and graphs help me understand information?  


The children are doing amazingly well with addition and subtraction, but place value is a new skill.  We will be using base ten blocks to understand the ones and tens place.
